Course Description:

Course Description Art Appreciation will introduce students to the visual arts
and the variety of art mediums and techniques used to create two and three
dimensional works of art. Students will also study the history of art beginning
with the Stone Age to the present. The purpose of this course is to build a
context for understanding the arts; structurally, socially, culturally and
historically with the intention of making art meaningful to the student’s everyday
life. Students will explore and analyze influential works of art as a way to gain
an understanding of the arts as a method of communication and expression.
While reflecting upon and assessing the characteristics and quality of art;
students will develop, explore and express their personal aesthetics through art
projects, class discussions, gallery visits and writing assignments.

Course Requirements:

Students are required to attend ALL classes; take three exams, visit the on—
campus art gallery, participate in all class discussions, complete all assigned
work and in-class art projects.

COURSE WORK:

Class Participation (20 %) Students are required to participate in class
discussions involving analyzing and critiquing works. Various 1n class art
projects will also be assigned in order for the students to understand the visual
arts by having hands—on experience.

In Class Art Projects (10%) Throughout the course seven in—class art projects
will be assigned to students. Each project is to demonstrate hands—on how the



visual elements and principles of design are used in the arts and to introduce the
students to the two and three dimensional art mediums. There are no make ups
for any missed in—class projects.

Local Art Visit (20%) Students will visit a the on-campus art gallery. While
viewing the artwork, students will select a work of art to write about focusing on
the visual elements, principles of design and art technique used in the work of
art.

Original Student Project (20%) Students will create a two-part project as their
Final Exam. This will consist of a 10 slide Power Point presentation and a one-
page paper i1s based on your favorite artist. This will be submitted on Blackboard
at the end of the semester.

Exams (20%) Throughout the course three exams will be given based on art

terminology regarding the two and three dimensional arts, art periods/styles and
artists throughout history.
